CHS Speech and Debate Makes Strongest Showing Ever at State Championshi

The City Honors Speech and Debate team traveled to the Bronx in NYC last weekend to compete in
the New York State Forensics
League championship tournament.
To be eligible to compete, students
had to place in two separate
regional tournaments over the
course of the season. A record 36
students from CHS qualified for this
year's championship tournament,
which required students to compete
in as many as 6 rounds over the
course of a 10 hour marathon
session on Day ONE.
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In the Speech categories, top 20
finishes in these Preliminary rounds
were earned by juniors Forrest
Denz, Tim Tidd, Sophia Bensch and Annika Wilewicz. Seniors Lauren Foster, and captains Liam Rio
and Phoebe Lawton also finished Day One in the top 20 overall performances.

In debate, sophomores Sascha Westermann and Oscar Calipari finished Day One with a winning
record of 3-2. Sophomore Salimata Sylla made it Day Two before losing in the Octo round of 16.
Juniors Tydeja Kemp and Trinity Barnes also found themselves competing on Day Two, making it all
the way to the Quarterfinal round against some very difficult competition.
